WORKSHOP #1

THE GUILD TRAINING
PROGRAM: CONSERVATION
TECHNIQUES

with Rick Collins

The Guild is proud to introduce its
Apprenticeship Training Program
and proud to present this Guild
training curriculum component as a
pre-conference workshop. Satisfying
the classroom element of Section 16,
Conservation Techniques, this work-
shop will cover these topics:

Ethics and standards—Learn about
the standards and guidelines in-
volved in the ethical preservation of
historic buildings, why materials and
craftsmanship matter, and why we
do this.

Dismantling techniques—Learn how
to plan, organize, and perform a safe
dismantling of a timber framed build-

ing.

Repair techniques—Learn how to
identify and select repairs for timber
structures and create effective metal
and chemical repairs.

Conservation and preservation tech-
niques—Learn common practices
used to conserve and preserve his-
toric timber buildings.

Inspection, surveying, and record-
ing techniques—Learn the tools and
techniques used for investigating
and documenting historic timber
buildings.

Estimating repairs—Learn to iden-
tify and quantify the materials, labor,
and equipment needed for repairs,
including organization of materials,
labor, and equipment and calcula-
tions of cost and time.

The workshop will provide the car-
penter’s point of view using exam-
ples from 22 barn restorations in the
Upper Midwest, addressing such
questions as: How much damage is
too much damage? Which types of
timber structures are least/most chal-
lenging to restore? What can | do to
restore a timber frame building?

Take a walk along the pathway of
the Timber Frame Apprentice and
learn valuable techniques that you
can put right to work.

Upon successful completion of this
workshop, participants will be issued
a certificate indicating completion of
the classroom portion of Section 16,
Conservation Techniques. Further in-
formation about the Guild's app-
renticeship program may be found
on the website, www.tfguild.org.

WORKSHOP #2
PLUMB LINE SCRIBING
with Glenn Dodge

In an effort to demonstrate plumb
line scribe (PLS) as it applies to
compound roof systems, we'll use
this project to briefly explain many
of the steps necessary to take a
project from the initial design
parameters to the cutting floor.
It is the instructor’s intention to
show that PLS is not merely a
technique to join funky or poorly
sawn material together but also a
system that can allow more free-
dom in design, streamline the draft-
ing process, reduce material costs,
and improve the structural capacity
of a timber system.

Though the techniques to scribe
one timber to another will inevitably
take center stage, we'll also discuss
how the freedom provided by PLS
can and should effect timber ar-
rangement and joinery choices.
The presenter uses its flexibility to
help avoid or improve three- and
four-way timber intersections, gain
more shear area at compression
joints, and integrate more visually
appealing woods with standard,
commercially available timber.

Though this is obviously a physical
exercise, participants will also be
going over the mental gymnas-
tics required to develop and place
the proper reference lines on the

layout floor, and to ensure that
timbers are laid into successive
layups correctly. Please bring cop-
ies of Dodge’s recent articles in
Timber Framing and the layout tools
referenced therein. If time allows,
the group will try to join and
assemble this roof system. Please
bring your hand tools!

Glenn Dodge, a lifetime resident of
New Hampshire, grew up playing and
occasionally working on his fam-
ily’s dairy farm in the little town of
New Boston. He fell in love with the
many old timber framed hay barns
on the property. Glenn worked
building log homes through college,
graduated from NHTI with an En-
gineering degree in 1987, and has
been designing and building tim-
ber framed structures ever since.
In 1993, he started studying and
modifying the French scribe system
to allow for more freedom of design
and material choice—he now uses
it exclusively. Glenn is still happily
living in New Boston, now with his
wife and three children.

WORKSHOP #4
DRAWING LIKE
THE COMPAGNONS
with Boris Noél

The goal of this workshop is to provide
an efficient approach to lay out com-
plex roofs using the drawing meth-
ods taught for centuries through the
carpentry guilds in France. Boris Noél
is a member of the elite Compagnons
du Devoir and has taught these tech-
niques at previous Guild events and
shops in the US.

We will use the same approach to
our project used in schools in France,
starting with a trestle (sawhorse)
shown in the classic French carpen-
try “bible”: Traité Théorique et Pratique
de Charpente by L. Mazerolle. We will
not be able to complete the proj-
ect in one day but by the end of the
workshop you should have the keys
to complete it and attempt other
projects in the Mazerolle book. This
workshop will greatly increase your
three-dimensional visualization skills
and drawing technique, and give you
the tools to tackle complex roof plans
and compound joinery.

Boris Noél was born in Paris in 1968,
and started his carpentry appren-
ticeship at the Compagnon house of
Strasbourg in 1984. He was received
(graduated) as a Compagnon in 1990,
then taught at the Compagnon house
in Rouen (Normandy) and worked
in the Netherlands through 1992.

He graduated brevet de maitrise
de charpente and taught in the
Compagnon house in Nantes
through 1993.1n 1993-4 he worked
forBensonWoodworkinginAlstead,
NH and then settled in Troyes,
France at Valentin Inc., a company of
25 people specializing in restoration
and traditional timber framing in the
Champagne region. He served as
maitre de métier in the Compagnon
house in Troyes for four years, taught
several times at the Heartwood School
and at Guild events, and in 2003 grad-
uated as brevet de technicien supérieur.
He is currently assisting in the Guild’s
work exchange program with the
Compagnons du Devoir.

OUR KEYNOTE SPEAKER:
JOHN CONNELL

John Connell will be discussing treehouses: the ultimate green structure. In designing and building these light-hearted
structures, Connell discovers a deeper understanding of what it means to design and build sustainably. Lessons accrued
from making treehouses for children in wheelchairs as well as for resort patrons with money to burn can and should be
applied to the rest of our buildings. Embodied energy, siting, durability, water conservation, and many other “pat” green
topics must be re-explored when building 25-35 feet in the air. Nuts & bolts, fun stories and some new insights will have
attendees asking questions and quite possibly modifying the way they think about sustainable design and construction
in their own practices.

John, an artist, author, architect, and teacher with a focus on solar, earth-sheltered, and environmentally-enlightened
designs, is the founder of Yestermorow Design/Build School in Warren, Vermont. The Yestermorrow curriculum presents
energy-conserving and environmentally-enlightened design/build methods as a standard approach to residential con-
struction and the school is the first and only institution in the nation where architecture students can learn about sustain-
able design/build technology, methods, and materials through hands-on construction.
